Products that require approval by the 
U.S. Food and Drug Administration must have received approval for marketing before  
being eligible to exhibit at the conference.

Complete 
and return the enclosed Exhibit Application 
Space Rental Agreement, including a 30% 
nonrefundable deposit if applying before July 
31, 2009, or a 50% nonrefundable deposit 
if applying from August 1 – September 30, 
2009. Full payment should accompany your 
application on or after March 5, 2010.

Exhibit Booth Specifications
A standard 10’ x 10’ booth includes an 8’ 
high back drape, 3’ high draped side rails 
(10’ x 10’ in-line booths only), and a booth 
identification sign with company name and 
booth number. AAPA will provide 24-hour 
general security beginning Saturday, May 29 
through Wednesday, June 2, at 6 PM.
